The title To Kill a Mackingbird represents the
killing of innocence. Atticus’s neighbor Miss
Maudie explains to the children, "It is a sin to kill
a mockingbird because all they do is sing.” The
maockingbird in the story is Boo Radley because
all he has ever done is be kind to the children.
Through the experience, Scout learns not 1o allow
prejudice to taint her belief in the goodness of
